Ms. Kathleen Lowman, Board President, called the Regular Meeting of the STW A Board of 
Directors to order at 5:39 p.m. A quorum was present. 

2. Citizen Comments. 

Ms. Lowman opened the floor to citizen's comments. No Comments were made 

The order of the agenda was changed to accommodate the guest, Mr. Marvin Leary. 

21. Consideration of offers made to Linebarger, Goggan, Blair & Sampson, LLP for Tax 
Resale properties in Nueces County. 

Mr. Marvin Lemy of Linebarger, Goggan, Blair & Sampson, LLP addressed the Board and 
presented bid analyses and maps on five struck off properties for which offers have been 
received. If the offers are approved by the Board, STWA will receive at least $901.61 in 
delinquent taxes from the sale proceeds and restore as much as $38,027.00 in taxable property 
value to STWA's active tax rolls. 

22. Resolution 20-08. Resolution approving the sale of delinquent tax prope11ies for less 
than the amount of taxes owed or the most recent value determined by the appraisal 
district, whichever is less. 

A motion was made by Mr. Graveley and seconded by Mr. Barrera to adopt Resolution 20-08 
approving the offers made to Linebarger, Goggan, Blair & Sampson, LLP.

Ms. Wagner administered the Oath of Office to Mr. Barrera and Ms. Perez who were re­
appointed to their current positions on the Board by the Kleberg County Commissioner's Court. 

4. Approval of Minutes. 

Mr. Galvan made a motion to approve the minutes of the January 28, 2020 Regular Meeting as 
presented. Ms. Perez seconded. The motion passed by unanimous vote.

A motion was made by Mr. Graveley and seconded by Mr. Galvan to approve the Treasurer's 
Report and payment of the bills as presented. The motion carried. 
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6. Nueces County project for construction ofBanquete Pump Station to serve the Nueces 
Water Control and Improvement District #5 (Banquete) and Nueces Water Supply 
Corporation. 

Ms. Serrato reported that a storage building has been ordered to house the Nueces Water Supply 
Corporation's invento1y since the building currently used will become the Banquete Pump 
Station. She added that once the TWDB finalizes approval and a preconstruction meeting is 
held, the timeline is one year to get the pump station completed. She had nothing further to 
report. 

7. Update on Nueces County Water Control and Improvement District #5 and offered 
Wholesale Water Supply Contract. 

Ms. Serrato stated that at the Nueces County Water Control and Improvement District #5 
Board's meeting, their board indicated that they are ready start negotiating a new contract. She 
explained that because the Banquete Pump Station will be separated into separate facilities for 
Banquete and for Nueces Water Supply Corporation, the water supply contract will be negotiated 
based on NWSC's use of the new pump station and Banquete's sole use of the existing station. 
Ms. Lowman asked if the contract can be written for use of the current pump station in case 
negotiation is finalized before the end of construction. Ms. Serrato responded that she could 
look into that but feels that negotiation will probably continue until around the time the new 
pump station is complete. 

8. Update on installation of Flow-Tronic Torpee Mag for the Driscoll Booster Station. 

Ms. Se1rnto reviewed results on the readings after placing the Torpee Mag on automatic recently. 
She reported that the residuals have improved significantly and the equipment seems to be 
working as designed. 

9. Chloramine Booster Station - Kingsville Pump Station for Ricardo WSC 12-inch 
waterline. 

• Revised quote from Mercer Control 

Ms. Serrato provided an updated quote from Mercer Controls for construction of modifications 
to the controls for the transfer of chlorine and LAS injections from the Kingsville meter run to 
the Ricardo Water Supply Corporation 12" waterline. Mr. Mercer suggested eliminating the 
manhole that was included in the initial quote which resulted in a quote for $29,500 with an 
option for using the existing Cl 17 analyzer to automatically adjust the amount of chemicals being 
injected for an additional cost of $2,500. Mr. Galvan made a motion to approve the Mercer 
quote in the amount of$29,500 with Option I in the amount of$2,500 for a total of$32,000. 
Mr. Barrera seconded and all voted in favor. 

10. License Agreement with City of Bishop for Pump Station Facilities. 

Ms. Serrato stated that the committee met on February 24th as arranged. She reviewed notes 
from the conunittee meeting. She reported that the co11llllittee resolved two additional issues and 
the meeting seemed to be going well until the Bishop representatives revealed that the City 
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Council had rescinded its approval of the water supply contract and that their legal counsel was 
supposed to have notified STW A. Futther discussion resulted in talks regarding a permanent 
easement for the pipeline, pump station facilities and tanks. Ms. Serrato explained to the 
committee that a permanent easement would involve payment for the easement upfront rather 
than periodic payments and that there would be no need to renew the agreement. The Bishop 
representatives indicated that if STWA executed the water supply contract, the City would 
execute the contract upon receipt and that they were willing to work on a permanent easement. 
The STW A representatives stated that reassurance is needed that the City will agree to a 
permanent easement and further discussion on a deadline resulted in the City representatives 
agreeing that the permanent easement could be finalized within ninety days. Ms. Serrato also 
explained to them that the upcoming agenda did not include the water supply contract but she 
would ask the Board about scheduling a special meeting to consider execution of the contract. 

Ms. Serrato informed the Board that there has not been any notice from the City about their 
decision to rescind the water supply contract. She added that STW A has been !tying to continue 
negotiations in good faith and calling a special meeting to discuss execution of the contract 
would show STWA's continued effotts. The Board agreed to meet on Tuesday, March 3, 2020 
at 12:00 p.m. Ms. Serrato requested authorization to provide the draft notes from the Febmaty 
24th to the City. Mr. Galvan made a motion to authorize sending the draft February 24, 2020 
meeting notes to the City of Bishop. Mr. Barrera seconded. All voted in favor. 

11. Water Supply Contract with the City of Driscoll. 

Ms. Senato repo1ted that as agreed, after the last Board meeting, she sent a letter to the City of 
Driscoll providing the Water Supply Contract and explaining that the STWA Board approved the 
contract and will formalize approval by resolution during the Februaty 25th meeting. She 
presented Resolution 20-04 and stated that the Board can adopt the resolution and follow up with 
notification to the City of the Board's action and that the next step is working on an Operations 
and Maintenance Contract. 

12. Resolution 20-04. Resolution authorizing execution of a 20-year Water Supply Contract 
between South Texas Water Authority and the City of Driscoll. 

Mr. Galvan made a motion to approve Resolution 20-04 and Ms. Perez seconded. All voted in 
favor. 

13. Operations and Maintenance Contract - City of Driscoll. 

Ms. Serrato stated that City Administrator Roland Ramos emailed several questions which Ms. 
Serrato has now answered. She added that it may be a while before there is further 
communication since Mr. Ramos holds a daytime job and assists the City of Driscoll after hours. 
She added that Mr. Ramos stated that he would be in communication with City staff. No action 
was taken by the Board. 

14. Review of South Texas Water Authority Personnel Policies - Retiree Benefits. 
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Ms. Serrato stated that attorney Gregg Kronenberger provided draft language pertaining to 
retiree medical benefits to incorporate into STWA's personnel policy. In addition, she reviewed 
information on this type of benefits that she gathered from speaking to representatives of several 
political entities. She requested feedback on whether to continue her research and the Board 
agreed that she should continue looking into this benefit. She agreed to provide further 
information at the next meeting. 

15. Review of South Texas Water Authority Personnel Policies Appendix I - Job 
Descriptions. 

Ms. Serrato presented updated job descriptions for the various STWA staff positions. She 
explained that over time the duties and requirements of the jobs have changed therefore the job 
descriptions required modification to best describe the current tasks and requirements. Updated 
descriptions were provided to the managers for review and any needed changes. After being 
modified, the descriptions were provided to the employees for their review and input. She 
recommended approval of the revised job descriptions to include in Appendix I of the STW A 
Personnel Policies. 

16. Resolution 20-05. Resolution adopting the revised South Texas Water Authority 
Personnel Policies Appendix I - Job Descriptions. 

Mr. Galvan made a motion to approve Resolution 20-05 approving the revised Job Descriptions 
for inclusion in Appendix I of the STW A Personnel Policies. Mr. Barrera seconded the motion. 
All voted in favor. 

17. Resolution 20-06. Resolution of appreciation for Mr. Steven C. Vaughn for his 
dedicated service as a director of the South Texas Water Authority from 2011 -2019. 

Mr. Galvan made a motion to adopt Resolution 20-06. Mr. Graveley seconded. All voted in 
favor. 

18. TCAP Strategic Hedging Program. 
• Professional Services Agreement - TCAP 
• Commercial Electric Service Agreement - GEXA Energy 

Ms. Serrato provided several documents pertaining to STWA's energy services through the 
Texas Coalition for Affordable Power (TCAP). TCAP requests that its members take ce1tain 
action if interested in a Strategic Hedging Program (SHP). The process includes entering into an 
agreement between TCAP and STW A and another agreement for services with GEXA, the retail 
energy provider. Ms. Serrato said she spoke with Charlie Sosa, the City ofKingsville's 
Purchasing Director, who stated that the City has not taken action to pmticipate in the program, 
but he believes they will be approving it later. She added that STWA has until November or 
December to make a decision but TCAP has indicated that it would be best to take action as soon 
as possible. 
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19. Resolution 20-07. Resolution adopting TCAP's Professional Services Agreement and 
GEXA Energy's Commercial Electric Service Agreement for power to be provided on 
and after Janumy 1, 2023. 

Mr. Barrera stated that he was not ready to take action until more information is available and 
more directors are in attendance. The Board agreed by consensus to table this resolution. 

20. NEC Power Factor/Demand Charge and quote from C.C. Electric for Variable Frequency 
Drive Controllers and Motors at Central Pump Station. 

Ms. Serrato reported that NEC has begun assessing a demand charge for customers with a power 
factor less than 95%. Some electric bills have been received and include an increase of $10 to 
$12 while others increased $60 to $80 as a result of the charge. She received information from 
NEC that a capacitor could be installed between the motor and controls to correct the problem. 
However, the electric company familiar with the pump stations used by STWA has indicated 
they would not be able to provide a quote. She contacted Corpus Christi Electric Company and 
discussed possible ways to correct the problem and they provided rather costly quotes for new 
motors, VFD controllers and the associated programming. The same information was also 
obtained from CD Electric. Ms. Serrato stated that no action is required at this time but she 
wanted to make the Board aware of the situation. 

23. Update on Corrpro Close Interval Potential Survey on Contract 1. 

Ms. Serrato stated that after the last meeting, satisfactory modifications were made to the Terms 
and Conditions ofCorrpro's Agreement. The work was performed by Conpro from February 
19th through Februaty 21st• The repott was received today and reflects that 85 to 86% of Contract 
1 is above where it needs to be. She added that she will contract Conpro for information on 
some questions and will include the report in the next agenda packet after further review. 

24. Adjourmnent. 

With no further business to discuss, Ms. Lowman adjourned the meeting at 6:57 p.m.

Ms. Lowman 
said that she feels the Authority should execute the contract and turn it over to the City of 
Bishop.

Re: CP Update 

As of March 18, 2020, 195 anodes on 160 joints on the 42" water line have 
been installed as compared to Febrnaiy's report with 128 anodes on 109 joints. We 
have replaced 13 old test stations with new ones as compared to 11 replacements 
last month. Last month's footage was 6,148 LF. We have completed 9,709 feet out 
of 51,511 feet in Contract 2. 

We have been checking both rectifiers, which are connected to the 42" on 
1st Street in Bishop and CR 4. Both are working properly. These 2 rectifiers cover 
21,122 feet of cathodic protection on Contract 1, which extends from FM 70 to the 
Nueces/ Kleberg County line. 

We have been installing reflective plates on test stations posts that we 
bought from Mueller Metals. This provides better visibility oftest stations. 

A C.I.S test was conducted by Con-pro services on February 19, 2020 and 
completed on February 20, 2020. The report has been received; however additional 
analysis is being conducted which will provide better information to understand the 
results. There is an agenda item on this subject.

Background: 

Enclosed please find email correspondence between the Nueces County Grant Administration office 
and the Texas Water Development Board as well as my responses to Maria Bedia, Nueces County Grant 
Administrator. The emails pertain to a Site Ce1tification for the Banquete Pump Station construction project. 

Analysis: 

It is not clear why this matter was not raised sooner by the TWDB since the use of STW A property 
has been the plan from the initial discussions with the TWDB several years ago. Nonetheless, since STWA is 
not the recipient of the grant funds, the legal recourse is to grant a permanent easement to Nueces County 
with the County assigning the easement to the Nueces Water Supply Corporation once the pump station is 
complete and title to the facilities are transferred. 

Staff Recommendation: 

Approve the enclosed permanent easement granted by STW A to Nueces County as required by the 
TWDB in order for the construction of the new pump station to begin. 

Board Action: 

Determine whether to approve the enclosed permanent easement. 

Summarization: 

As mentioned above, this document is necessary before the TWDB will approved the final package 
and authorize construction to begin. It warrants mention, however, that the end result will be nearly identical 
to the situation with the Bishop East Pump Station. In that case, the City is granting the easement to STW A. 
Whereas in this case, STWA is granting the easement to NWSC while retaining ownership of the prope1ty.

Background: 

As the Board is aware, during the February 24th joint committee meeting, the Bishop committee 
members once again requested that STWA execute the Wholesale Water Supply Contract prior to finalizing 
a license agreement for the Bishop East Pump Station prope11y. A discussion regarding the need for a 
license agreement ensued which prompted STW A representatives to once again emphasize the need for a 
guarantee that STW A and the Nueces Water Supply Corporation (NWSC) will not be forced to cease 
utilizing the prope11y and build another pump station and storage facilities. 

As part of that discussion, the committees reviewed how to address the waterline teeing off STW A's 
42" waterline on the west side of Business 77, transecting the City's park and terminating at the pump 
station's ground storage tattle The language provided by the City's attorney, Gerald Benadum, is similar to 
the agreement's remainder and the language offered by STW A's legal counsel suggests a permanent 
easement. The committees agreed that a permanent easement for all the facilities could be negotiated 
pending the execution of the Wholesale Water Supply Contract. In addition, the patties agreed that the 
easement should be executed within 90 days. 

Analysis: 

With the execution of the Wholesale Water Supply Contract by the City and STW A, staff contacted 
Bill Flickinger, Willatt and Flickinger, to begin work on a permanent easement. Enclosed is the draft 
document. The easement will require STW A to pay a one-time payment for the easement as compared to the 
payments over multiple years for the license agreement. The easement is permanent and does not require a 
renewal whereas the license agreement would require such. Finally, an easement eliminates STW A wanting 
to purchase the prope11y and addresses the City's concern that they could lose ownership of the property. 

Staff Recommendation: 

Provide the enclosed permanent easement to the Bishop Committee members via email. Continue to 
communicate with City representatives in order to negotiate an Agreement. 

Board Action: 

Determine whether to provide the permanent easement to the Bishop Committee members. Provide 
feedback to staff and legal counsel. 

Summarization: 

Staff has contacted the City's committee members (see enclosed emails) regarding a joint meeting on 
Monday, March 23'd, the day before STWA's meeting. However, in light of the COVID 19 situation, staff is 
unsure whether another means of negotiating the easement will be necessaiy.

Re: Authorization to purchase zinc anodes, including freight charges/CP Project Update 

Background: 

Almost exactly one year ago, staff presented the Board with four ( 4) quotes for the purchase of anodes. 
At that time, staff requested that the supplier provide a price for 250 anodes and 500 anodes. The quotes for 250 
anodes ranged from a low of$21,860 to $40,500, or $87.44 to $162.00 per anode. The quotes for 500 anodes 
ranged in price from $42,625 to $79,475, or $85.25 to $158.95 per anode. 

The companies providing the quotes were Aegion/Corrpro, Farwest Corrosion Control Company, 
Galvotec and Stua1t Steel Protection. At this time, there are approximately 150 anodes in inventory. The CP 
crew has been averaging five (5) excavations a day depending on the depth of the pipe. In most cases, one 
anode is used per excavation; however, some joints will have two anodes installed. 

Analysis: 

The same companies contacted a year ago were contacted again. As of today, Aegion/Corrpro, Farwest 
CCC and Stumt Steel have responded to the request. Aegion/Corrpro quoted a price of $92.15/anode on an order 
of 500 anodes for a total of$46,075 and $102.60/anode on an order of250 anodes for a total of$25,650. 
Farwest CCC quoted $158.95/anode on an order of500 anodes for a total of$79,475 and on an order of250 
anodes the cost per anode is $162 for a total of $40,500. Stumt Steel quoted a price of $68. 70/anode on an order 
of 500 anodes for a total of$34,350.00 and $64.97/anode on an order of250 anodes for a total of$16,242.50. 
As the Board is aware, the cost of the anodes is being funded from remaining bond funds. According to the 
Water Code, STWA meets the requirements to procure the materials by seeking at least three (3) bids. 

Staff Recommendation: 

Staff recommends the purchase of 500 anodes from Stua1t Steel at a cost of $34,350 which is a decrease 
from last year's purchase of500 anodes at a cost of$42,625. However, please note that Stuart Steel requires the 
order to be placed and locked in on the day of purchase. It is possible that the price will exceed the next lowest 
quoted price from Aegion/Corrpro. As such, staff is recommending that you authorize the purchase of the lowest 
price on March 25th with the adoption of Resolution 20-11. 

Board Action: 

Determine whether to authorize the purchase of 500 anodes from the lowest bidder on March 25, 2020 
with the adoption of Resolution 20-11. 

Summarization: 

Staff believes the CP crew continues to make progress in protecting the integrity of the 42" waterline. 
As the Board is aware, this is an ongoing maintenance task and anodes are essential to the work.

Background: 

The City of Corpus Christi has submitted a request for the relocation of the master meter which 
measures the water volumes purchased by STW A. The meter is currently located at the ON Stevens Water 
Treatment Plant (ON Stevens WTP) located in Calallen just northeast of the intersection of US 77 and FM 
624. The City is proposing to relocate the meter to the intersection of US 77 and CR 52. Staff is estimating 
that this would translate into STW A passing title to the City of approximately 7000 LF of 42" waterline. 

Analysis: 

The City has determined that the area south ofCalallen will likely require water service as a result of 
housing developments in response to new industries locating in the Coastal Bend Region. In order to avoid 
extending the City's own lines under the railroad, the City has requested the relocation of STW A's meter 
thereby acquiring ownership ofa pmtion of the 42" waterline. Enclosed are the recent emails related to the 
City's request as well as staff's confirmation from bond counsel that this transaction does not impact 
STW A's tax exempt bond issue. Bill Flickinger, Willatt and Flickinger, has advised that the Board would 
need to declare the pmtion of the line between the ON Stevens WTP and CR 52 as surplus infrastructure. 
Finally, the City has indicated that all cost involved in the relocation would be at the City's expense and 
there would not be any interruption to service as a result of hot tapping the line and setting the meter on a 
bypass parallel portion of waterline. 

Staff Recommendation: 

Staff recommends the Board authorize Mr. Flickinger and me to negotiate the terms of a transfer of a 
pmtion of the 42" water line. Prior to the approval of a conveyance document, the Board would declare that 
section of line as surplus and approve the relocation of the City's master meter. At this time, Mr. Flickinger 
is advising that the conveyance would be contingent on all costs associated with the relocation be paid by the 
City of Corpus Christi and service will not be interrupted during the relocation project. 

Board Action: 

Determine whether to authorize Mr. Flickinger and me to negotiate the terms of a transfer of the 42" 
water line resulting in declaring a portion of the line being declared as surplus infrastructure and approving 
the relocation of the City's master meter contingent on all costs associated with the relocation are covered by 
the City of Corpus Christi and South Texas Water Authority service not being interrnpted during the 
relocation project. 

Summarization: 

As the Board is aware due to the tax-exempt status of the outstanding bonds, STWA is unable to 
provide retail service to developments, companies or industry. Therefore, this geographic area between 
Calallen and Corpus Christi which is well within the City's extraterritorial jurisdiction (ETJ) and the service 
areas of the City and Nueces County Water Control and Improvement District #3 will not now or in the 
future result in any wholesale prospects for STW A.

Enclosed please find information pertaining to the purchase of a replacement server including an 
updated quote in the amount of $11,114.18. Several months ago, staff requested a quote on a server from 
High Touch, the company providing IT services by contract, anticipating that the cost would be in the 
$6,000 to $7,000 range. As you can see, it was twice that amount. High Touch was informed that the subject 
would need to wait until mid-year when budget amendments are reviewed. However, as repo1ted in recent 
updates, issues with the server have continued with the last incident preventing staff from accessing water 
supply corporation billing information as well as loss of files. 

Analysis: 

Staff has examined the capital acquisition items in order to asce1tain whether funds are available 
from other line items. The following is a chart showing the status of capital acquisition for FY 2020:

A 4" waterline was extended 
from the Nueces Water Supply Corporation (NWSC) 6" line and placed into service on April 8th • Since the 
Cyndie Park and The Ranch subdivisions are not within South Texas Water Authority's district boundaries, the 
property owner requests retail water service from the NWSC and am1exation into STW A's district. This results 
in the new NWSC member paying the same costs (NWSC retail water bill and STWA property taxes) as all 
other NWSC customers. 

Analysis: 

Enclosed is an annexation petition from Mr. Santos Ramirez, Jr. which begins the annexation process 
for his property, Cyndie Park 1, Lots 11 and 12. The corresponding resolution will set the time and date for a 
public hearing on the annexation. The public hearing will be scheduled for immediately preceding the April

Background: 

As the Board is aware, since Monday, March 16'\ numerous changes have occurred instituted by 
Nueces County, Kleberg County, the City of Kingsville, and the State of Texas. Staff has been monitoring 
the situation and staying engaged through emails, news stories, Nixie subscriptions and attending meetings. 
At this time, it has been decided that our office will be closed to foot traffic. The front gate will be closed 
and customers associated with the Ricardo Water Supply Corporation (RWSC) and Nueces Water Supply 
Corporation (NWSC) will be making payments through the drop box at the drive-through. Cash payments 
will no longer be accepted. 

I will be consulting with the NWSC Board President and RWSC Board President regarding the 
suspension of disconnections for non-payment as well as adding new customers. In addition, it appears that 
the annual membership meetings scheduled for April 14th will need to occur since NWSC and RWSC are 
non-profit organizations that are not eligible for any type of postponement and neither corporation has 
experienced any membership attendance in several years. 

Staff has reviewed numerous aspects in terms of attempting to perform "business as usual." The 
tasks, however, fall into certain categories: 

• TCEQ - field operations will need to collect the required Bac-T samples, pe1form NAP 
monitoring/sampling, and record daily chemical use and water volumes for STW A, NWSC and 
RWSC, 

• TCEQ - field operations will need to flush dead-end water lines NWSC and R WSC, 
• TCEQ - Basic Services - field operations will need to respond to low pressure or no water whether 

as a result of a pump station problem or leak, 
• Office Services - most, but not all, are associated with water supply corporation management such 

as retail customer calls about balances, late dates, and disconnection dates, processing retail 
customer payments which will now be limited to drop box and mailed payments, and applications 
for new services - new retail service, re-services for individual account or developers wanting 
service for subdivisions. 

• Projects - it is not ce1tain whether there will be postponements to the TxDOT- RWSC highway 
bore project, processing of reimbursement for the TxDOT- NWSC Driscoll By-pass project, 
TWDB - Nueces County Banquete PS, the City of Corpus Christi - STW A Meter Relocation 
project as well as any negotiations on contracts. 

Analysis: 

Prior to the meeting, I discussed various options with legal counsel in terms of office services and 
public meetings. Enclosed is information on a service from ZOOM which is used by Willatt and Flickinger 
to comply with the slightly relaxed requirements of the Texas Open Meetings Act. This service comes with a 
cost that staff is asking the Board to approve. 

At this point, what is known is that limiting office staff to exposure is key. Staff has been kept 
informed as social distancing restrictions have changed throughout the week and management emphasizes 
the need to stay home if ill as well as practicing proper hygiene protocol.

The AWWA held a webinar this morning on the COVID-19; unfo1tunately, although I registered for 
the webinar, I received a notice this morning that the overwhelming response would not allow for everyone's 
participation. The video will be archived sometime on Monday, March 23,d_ 

Staff has been and will continue to update plans to ensure that all essential functions are not 
disrupted. In doing so, stored fuel has been topped off; although not purchased vety recently, the MRE's are 
still available and more can be ordered; suppliers of chemicals have been contacted and additional supplies 
purchased; cleaning/disinfection supplies have been ordered; and, employees have been advised that should 
conditions deteriorate arrangements can be made to shelter in our office. STW A, R WSC and NWSC are also 
members of the TXW ARN which is intended to offer assistance to utilities in times of need. 

Staff Recommendation: 

Approve the use of ZOOM services for an estimated amount between $1,200 and $2,400 per year. 
Keep the Board updated as conditions change and operations respond. 

Board Action: 

Determine whether to approve the use of ZOOM services for an estimated amount between $1,200 
and $2,400 per year. Provide feedback. 

Summarization: 

Studies and atticles written on the impact of a pandemic on a water utility suggest that there are four 
(4) areas for potential disruption: Water Source, Water Treatment, Water Distribution and Finance and 
Administration: 

• Most, but not all, of the Water Sourceffreatment tasks are the responsibility of the City of Corpus 
Christi. I have been in communication with Gabriel Ramirez, Assistant Director of Water Quality 
and Treatment, and he assures me that operations at the ON Stevens Treatment Plant will be covered 
if necessmy, by employees sheltering in place and alternating shifts. 

• As described above, there are Water Distribution tasks that will need to be addressed even if it 
requires calling on the TXW ARN system for assistance. 

• As also described above, eve1y effort will be made to continue making progress on Administration 
and projects. 

• Financial aspects have been considered and will likely require additional review depending on the 
economic severity of the pandemic. From the perspective of this fiscal year, the timing was 
fortunate since a major percentage of propetty taxes have already been collected. But, the new tax 
year and budget process is just around the corner. And, finally, there is a domino effect of retail 
customers paying our wholesale customers for their water service which is used in turn to pay 
STWA- recalling that about 85% of wholesale customers' bills is paid to the City of Corpus 
Christi.

The building has now been delivered and field 
personnel will be bringing NWSC' s invent my from Banquete to the Kingsville site.

Background: 

Staff has been working with the Nueces County Grant Depattment on behalf of STW A and NWSC 
on the constrnction of a new separate pump station in Banquete. The new station will be located nmth of the 
existing station on prope1ty owned by STW A. When complete, the NWSC will take title to pumps, a ground 
storage tank, a hydro-pneumatic tank, controls, emergency generator and piping. The existing station's 
facilities, which serves the NWSC and NCWCID #5 (Banquete), are owned by three (3) entities - Banquete 
owns the ground storage tanks, NWSC owns the pumps, and STW A owns the elevated storage tank. 

The ground storage tanks existed when STW A built the original pump station. The elevated storage 
tank was added when the NWSC was created and rural customers began receiving service, in fact it replaced 
a hydro-pneumatic tank. However, the existing pumps are as a result of the TCEQ determining that there 
was a capacity violation. TCEQ analyzed the capacity requirements by totaling the number of service 
connections for NWSC and NCWCID#5 to arrive at a gpm pump capacity. NCWCID#5 asserted that their 
number of customer connections had not grown - a factual asse1tion. NWSC's Banquete connections had 
grown. Therefore, NWSC used funds collected from developers to cover the cost of a project to address the 
TCEQ's capacity requirements. 

Analysis: 

Once the new pump station is constructed, the pumps in the original station will only serve the 
Banquete Water District's customers. As such, on March 3, 2020 the NWSC Board considered the future 
transfer of the pumps to South Texas Water Authority-which would then be transferred to NCWCID#5 as 
part of the Wholesale Water Supply Contract being negotiated. 

The NWSC Board considered the cost of the pumps ($20,982 - demo + new pumps) as well as the 
entire cost of the project ($68,168 - including a change order for 3 flanged valves). The difference between 
the two figures is attributed to electrical/controls and piping. These improvements were installed 
approximately eleven (11) years ago. The depreciation schedule for these facilities is forty (40) years. 
Therefore, the estimated remaining value of the pumps is $15,200 and the entire improvements is $49,425. 

Staff Recommendation: 

The NWSC Board did not arrive at a figure or take formal action on this matter. They agreed by 
consensus to ask STW A to make an offer. Therefore, staff recommends discussing the NWSC Board's 
request. 

Board Action: 

Determine if an offer is appropriate. 

Summarization: 

As the Board is aware, STW A has committed more than $400,000 to the new pump station, which 
will serve only NWSC rural customers.

Background: 

Staff had intended to provide a revised Wholesale Water Supply Contract between STW A and 
NCWC&ID#5 (Banquete Water District) based on the construction of a new pump station which will be 
dedicated and owned by the NWSC. Staff had also intended to provide a revised Contract for Operation and 
Maintenance of Facilities based on the same criteria. However, this information will be available by the 
Board meeting according to Bill Flickinger. See enclosed emails. 

The Board will recall that the Banquete Water District was originally approached by offering a 
contract in which the pumps and all storage would be mutually shared and owned by NWSC and Banqnete. 
Several attempts were made to enter into negotiations without success. Last month, the Banquete Water 
District Board agreed to enter into negotiations on a contract based on a new pump station being built. 

Analysis: 

Some Board members may recall several years ago, when contract negotiations began, staff stating 
that this pump station would be the most complex to finalize. As described in the memo pertaining to a 
permanent easement for the new station, all three entities - STW A, NWSC and Banquete - own major 
components required to provide service. In addition, the history of the relationships is complicated. Since 
STWA and Banquete are both water districts, STW A could not impose a tax rate on property within 
Banquete's district boundaries which were established by an election in February of 1956. In order to be fair 
to property owners in STWA's district and wholesale customers, Banquete was charged an out of district 
water rate. This changed between FY 2007 and 2008 when a fee in lieu of taxes was adopted. Meanwhile, 
with the creation of the NWSC in the early 1980's, the retail service area surrounding Banquete was 
established as NWSC's when the corporation filed its Ce11ificate of Convenience and Necessity (CCN) with 
the State. These factors likely contributed to the District's reluctance to negotiate a contract. 

Staff Recommendation: 

Authorize staff to offer the revised Wholesale Water Supply Contract and Contract for Operation and 
Maintenance of Facilities to the Banquete Water District in order to begin negotiations. 

Board Action: 

Determine whether to offer the revised Wholesale Water Supply Contract and Contract for Operation 
and Maintenance of Facilities to the Banquete Water District in order to begin negotiations. 

Summarization: 

Staff believes that construction of the new pump station should address many of the Banquete Water 
District's concerns. In addition, future TCEQ capacity requirements should be clearly discernable. The 
TCEQ's under direct pressure rule should also be resolved. Finally, once the new station is complete, the 
NWSC's Wholesale Water Supply Contract can be revised and finalized.

During the last meeting, the Board approved the Mercer Controls (Mercer) quote in the amount of 
$32,000 to construct the necessary changes to switch the addition of chloramines from the Kingsville Meter 
Run to the RWSC 12-inch line. 

Analysis: 

On March 181', Mr. Sherrel Mercer, O&M Supervisor Armando Yruegas and I met to review the 
project. Mr. Mercer indicated that the route of the conduit can be shmtened based on the depth of the 42" line 
- rather than a path going around the pig launcher line. In addition, there will be a cost savings since the 
current regulators are fairly new and can function as needed for the project. STW A staff will begin on the 
installation of the conduit shmtly. Mercer will be ordering the necessary materials for the project. 

Staff Recommendation: 

This is an update only. 

Board Action: 

Provide feedback to staff. 

Summarization: 

As stated last month, this project is necessary to avoid TCEQ compliance problems on the 12-inch 
line. Total chloramine residuals arriving at Kingsville have been in the 1.0+ range since the new magmeter 
was installed. However, residuals prior to boosting in Ricardo vary from PS 1 to PS 2 and PS 3.

Background: 

On March 12, 2020, the Driscoll City Council met and considered the O&M Contract which was 
offered in response to City representatives expressing a concern about unexpected costs after accepting title 
to facilities as part of the wholesale contract. The Board authorized offering the contract based on a per 
thousand-gallon charge of$0.2803 as a preliminaty negotiation figure. Information was provided to the City 
on past maintenance, repair and replacement costs. 

During the meeting, the Council again expressed an interest in entering into the O&M Contract; 
however, they also wanted to review the previously provided information in more detail. There was a 
discussion about the large, recent expense to install a liner in the ground storage tank. I offered to visit with 
Mayor Gonzalez and Interim Administrator Roland Ramos including meeting in our office to demonstrate 
the spreadsheet/model used to track the expenses which are allocated on a prorated basis. 

Analysis: 

A meeting has not yet been scheduled to review the M&O expenses in greater detail. I indicated to 
the Council that a decision needed to be made in the near future. I have examined the City's purchased 
volumes as shown below. But you may recall staff reporting that the City's usage had increased through the 
years. This may have been as the result of a leak which went undetected for quite some time. A considerable 
drop in their daily usage has been noted in the last month. Below is a range of the City's possible annual fees 
based on the last six years' demand, an average of those six years, and a calculated amount based on last 
month's usage. Although the February volume is probably low due to the time of year, the Driscoll Council 
will likely be increasing the per I 000 gallon rates which could result in retail customers conserving water.

During the last Board meeting, the Board reviewed information pe1taining to retiree benefits 
provided by San Pat Municipal Water District, Nueces County Water Control and Improvement District #3, 
Nueces County Water Control and Improvement District #4, Nueces County, Kleberg County and the City 
of Corpus Christi. District #4 is the only entity that covers the cost of retiree's medical insurance. Kleberg 
County provided retirees, at no cost, with "Medical Essential Coverage." Enclosed is additional information 
on that program. 

In addition, Mr. Gregg Kronenberger provided draft language to incorporate into STWA's personnel 
policy. The Board discussed whether consideration should be given to employees that return to work for 
STW A in order to qualify for a retiree benefit based on cumulative years as compared to consecutive years. 

Analysis: 

Staff continues to regard this benefit as being limited by the 9-month availability of insurance under 
the State Continuation Coverage. Therefore, with regards to budgeting for the benefit, management would 
need to consider ( 1) any percentage of coverage established by the Board (2) the ages of employees eligible 
for the benefit and when the employees will reach Medicare eligibility in order to calculate the possible 
number of months of coverage and (3) the insurance's coverage cost for a Single status person. Of course, 
the Board could select a set number of month's rather than utilizing the 9-month availability period. 

Staff Recommendation: 

Consider whether to continue researching the possibility of offering a retiree medical insurance 
benefit. 

Board Action: 

Provide feedback to staff. 

Summarization: 

I continue to believe that at least twenty (20) years whether cumulative or consecutive should be a 
criteria for service. In addition, I believe the retiree must be employed by STW A at the time ofretirement 
also for at least a minimum of IO years. Finally, upon reaching Medicare eligibility, the benefit will cease 
regardless of whether the available months have transpired.

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Proposed STWA Policy 

HEALTH INSURANCE BENEFITS AFTER RETIREMENT 

A. Purpose 

The STW A acknowledges the contributions to the Authority made by long-serving 
employees, and wishes to compensate for those contributions. In recognition that health 
insurance for employees at or near retirement age is expensive, the STW A will provide 
long-serving employees upon their retirement with health insurance coverage as provided 
in this policy. 

B. Definitions 

"Long-serving employee" means a full-time employee who, upon retirement, has been 
employed by the STWA for a total of_ or more years. 

"Health insurance coverage" means the same coverage under a health insurance plan for 
STW A employees that the employee had immediately prior to his or her retirement, 
provided as continuation coverage under applicable Texas law. 

"Medicare" means the federal the federal health insurance program for persons 65 or older, 
or any successor federal program that provides health insurance benefits to persons upon 
reaching a certain age. 

C. Policy 

If a long-serving employee retires before he or she is entitled to health insurance benefits 
under Medicare, the STWA will pay to continue the employee's health insurance coverage 
until the earlier of: (a) nine (9) months after the employee's retirement date; or (b) the date 
the employee becomes eligible for Medicare benefits. 

The retiring employee is responsible for electing the continuation coverage and fulfilling 
all the requirements under Texas law for obtaining such coverage from the carrier provided 
the health insurance coverage.

Strategic Hedging Program (SHP) - TCAP Contract for Setvices - Commercial Electricity Service 
Agreement 

Background: 

In the last memo on this subject, staff recommended the Board consider participating in the Strategic 
Hedging Program (SHP). Documents were provided from the Texas Coalition for Affordable Power (TCAP) 
to begin the process. Two (2) contracts needed approval. The first was an agreement for se1vices between 
TCAP and STW A. The second was an agreement for services with the retail energy provider, GEXA. 

Staff discussed the process with Geoffrey Gay, TCAP's General Counsel, as well as TCAP's Interim 
Executive Director, Margaret Somereve. Mr. Gay confirmed that the two agreements needed to be executed 
if STW A decides to participate in SHP. However, if STW A decides to remain on a fixed pricing program 
those documents would be received later in the year. With regards to the timing of the two options, the 
current fixed price contract ends on December 31, 2022 and a new fixed price contract would begin on 
January 1, 2023. The SHP is based on purchasing energy two (2) years in advance with 1/12 of needs 
purchased monthly. To be prepared for SHP, TCAP needs to determine how much energy to purchase by 
October 2020- several months before January I, 2021. 

Analysis: 

As repmied last month, according to TCAP information, SHP is a more stable process intended to 
balance high and low prices. SHP will buy energy from twenty suppliers that have been vetted and no one 
supplier can be used for more than 30% of a month's purchase. It warrants repeating that twice a year there 
will be an opportunity to cease using SHP. However, that does not guarantee TCAP's fixed price program 
would be available. If unavailable, STWA would need to select a retail energy provider independently. 

During the last meeting, this item was tabled. As the Board is aware, the City of Kingsville is a 
member ofTCAP and City Attorney Comtney Alvarez is a TCAP board member. I have left voice mail 
messages for Ms. Alvarez regarding SHP. I have also discussed SHP with Purchasing Director Charlie Sosa. 
As of today, the City has not taken any action on the matter. 

Staff Recommendation: 

Staff recommends that the Board table this item. Ms. Somereve has indicated that TCAP is still 
consulting with their energy experts regarding the price reductions brought on by the COVID 19 situation as 
well as its impacts on oil/gas production. 

Board Action: 

Determine whether to table action, participate in SHP or remain on a fixed pricing program. If 
selecting SHP, authorize execution of the contracts between TCAP/STWA and STWA/GEXA. 

Summarization: 

Ms. Somereve has stated that a decision by September will likely be necessa1y.

AUTHORITY ADOPTING TCAP'S PROFESSIONAL 
SERVICES AGREEMENT AND GEXA ENERGY'S 
COMMERCIAL ELECTRIC SERVICE AGREEMENT FOR 
POWER TO BE PROVIDED ON AND AFTER JANUARY 1, 
2023 

WHEREAS, the South Texas Water Authority ("Authority") is a member of Texas 
Coalition For Affordable Power, Inc. ("TCAP"), a non-profit, political subdivision corporation of 
the State of Texas; and 

WHEREAS, TCAP has previously arranged for the Authority to purchase power through 
Gexa Energy with a contract set to expire December 31, 2022; and 

WHEREAS, TCAP has designed a new procurement strategy that will involve TCAP 
initially committing to purchase power two years in advance of delive1y on behalf of its members 
who desire participation in a Strategic Hedging Program ("SHP") that will involve a series of 
monthly competitive auctions; and 

WHEREAS, TCAP has prepared a Professional Services Agreement ("PSA"), attached as 
Exhibit A, that, in addition to enumerating services and benefits to members of TCAP, provides 
TCAP with specific authority to procure power in the wholesale market on behalf of members who 
choose to participate in the SHP; and 

WHEREAS, approval of the PSA is a necessaiy, but not sufficient, prerequisite to 
participation in the SHP; and 

WHEREAS, the PSA is a relational contract that defines services provided by TCAP to 
members regardless of whether a member decides to commit to the SHP; and 

WHEREAS, the industty-standard retail contract is a Commercial Electric Service 
Agreement ("CESA") offered by a Retail Electric Provider ("REP"); and 

WHEREAS, TCAP has negotiated modifications to the current CESA between the 
Authority and Gexa Energy to reflect participation in the SHP; and 

WHEREAS, the CESA that will facilitate participation in the SHP effective for power 
deliveries in and beyond 2023 (attached as Exhibit B) will need to be approved and signed prior 
to October 1, 2020; and 

WHEREAS, the Authority desires to participate in the SHP.

Background: 

During the last meeting, staff reported that a preliminaiy report had been received based on the CIS 
survey of Contract 1. However, there were several questions regarding the results and recommendations. 
Enclosed is the updated report; however, O&M Supervisor Armando Yruegas continues to communicate 
with Aegion/Con-pro representatives and another repmt may be fo1thcoming. 

Analysis: 

Staff continues to question the categorizing of the first 3,000 to 4,000 feet as inadequately protected. 
Unfortunately, there were not any surveys conducted shmtly after the line was installed. Information has 
been provided to Aegion/Corrpro from a 1999 survey. Mr. Yruegas is of the opinion that an improvement 
can be seen. In addition, there are spikes that Aegion/Corrpro believes are the location of discontinuous 
bonds. Staff will continue to research these areas, consult with expe,ts and make changes as necessaiy. 

Staff Recommendations: 

Continue to install anodes, repair or replace test stations, monitor the impressed current stations, hire 
consultants to perform additional surveys as progress is made and, if necessary, return to areas where surveys 
indicate a discontinuity is present as well as areas which have not reached the -850-mA reading. 

Board Action: 

Provide feedback to staff. 

Summarization: 

Staff continues to be pleased with the progress of the CP crew. As of March 18'', they were north of 
Main Street in Driscoll. Last month, they were no1th of County Road 18 which is the county road south of 
Driscoll, Texas.

During the course of the project, daily field plots were submitted to the Company's representatives for review. 

Refer to Appendix A for detailed exception tables listing areas where On and Instant Off potentials are less 

negative than -850 mV CSE. Appendix B contains the CIS graphics with Rectifier Data in Appendix C and Test 

Station Data in Appendix D. 
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DISCUSSION 

SP0l00-2019 is a recently updated NACE International standard practice for "Cathodic Protection to Control 

External Corrosion of Concrete Pressure Pipelines and Mortar-Coated Steel Pipelines for Water or Waste Water 

Service." Section 5 presents two criteria for cathodic protection: 

1. A cathodic polarization of at least 100 mV, which can be calculated by subtracting the free corrosion 

potential (native potential before the application of cathodic protection current) from the Instant Off potential. 

2. A polarized potential of -850 mV CSE or more negative, which corresponds to the Instant Off 

potentials recorded during the CIS survey. 

As reported above, 85% of the TWA 42" pipeline is well protected with polarized pipe-to-soil potentials more 

negative than -850 mV CSE. 

The remaining 15% of the pipeline may satisfy the 100 millivolt polarization criterion, but this cannot be 

calculated without either referencing the free corrosion potentials that quite possibly were collected during the 

commissioning of the cathodic protection system, or turning the protective current off and allowing the pipeline 

to depolarize. Potentials recorded following depolarization would then be used to calculate the cathodic 

polarization with the systems placed back in operation. Depolarization of this pipelines would require a 

minimum of 30 days, which could be avoided if the historical potential data is available. 

The CIS survey also identified other areas of concern. The Near Ground/ Far Ground/ Metal IR measurements 

recorded at test point connections indicate that some of the pipe spans between test connections may be 

electrically discontinuous. In addition, there is a 100 mV depression in both the On and Instant Off potential 

profiles at survey station numbers 461+20, 461 +35 and 461 +53 corresponding to the crossings of foreign 

pipelines. 

RECOMMENDATIONS 

Further investigation and testing are needed to address the areas of the pipeline which do not satisfy the 

polarized potential criterion, pipeline spans between test points that may be electrically discontinuous, and the 

area of depressed potentials associated with the foreign line crossings. A study and additional field testing are 

recommended: 

• Pipeline as-built drawings and lay schedules should be reviewed for joint bonding, test station and other 

relevant details. 

• Cathodic protection commissioning data and reports should be reviewed to ascertain free corrosion 

potentials. With this data, current operating conditions can be evaluated with respect to the 100 mV 

polarization criterion for the areas that do not meet -850 mV polarized potential. Further, a pipeline 
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specific Instant Off potential criterion can be developed for future use that assures a minimum of 100 

mV of cathodic polarization. 

• Monitoring and maintenance data should be examined to evaluate changes in levels of protection and 

rectifier outputs over time. 

• Electrical continuity testing should be performed on pipeline spans where the CIS data suggests possible 

discontinuities. This testing should consist of performing CIS in one direction and immediately in the 

other direction to identify points where the profile levels out reflecting remote earth; and using the 

Pipeline Current Mapper to study current flow along the pipeline and identify locations where the 

current flow is disrupted by electrically discontinuous joints. Both of these testing techniques will help 

to better define locations for excavation to contact the pipe for pinpointing electrical discontinuities. 

• Interference testing with the operators of the three crossing pipelines to determine the impact and 

design appropriate mitigation. 

We propose to perform this work on a time and expense basis in accordance with our standard rate sheet. Note 

that a future phase of the work will require pipeline excavations in conjunction with confirmatory testing to 

bond electrical discontinuities.

Scope: To describe the actions necessary to conduct a close interval potential survey. 

Purpose: The purpose of this work instruction is to set forth the proper steps necessary to conduct a close 

interval potential survey. 

Responsibility: It is the responsibility of the Operations Manager to ensure any one going out to perform this 

task is properly trained. 

Associated Documentation: 

Process: 

1.0 Purpose 

1. General: Close interval, pipe-to-soil and potential gradient surveys are applicable to all buried pipelines with 
earthen cover. Where the pipeline is under concrete or asphalt pavement, holes must be drilled to facilitate 
reference cell contact with the underlying fill. This often makes these types of surveys impractical in paved 

areas. 

2. 

3. 

Cathodic Protection Criteria: Close interval surveys allow assessment of cathodic protection system 
performance and operation in accordance with established criteria for cathodic protection. With reference 
cell placement at 2.5-foot intervals, a nearly continuous evaluation is possible, unlike test- points- only 
surveys, which simply sample locations along the pipeline route. 

Coating Faults: IR drop in close interval pipe-to-soil potential surveys of cathodically protected pipelines with 
the current ON aids is detecting locations of protective coating faults. The IR drop component in the potential 
measurement is reduced when in close proximity to the coating fault, thereby reducing the absolute value 
of the potential. Voltage gradient measurements (DCVG) are also used to detect coating faults. An increase 
in magnitude of the voltage gradient with cathodic protective current applied, is associated with increased 
current flow to relatively poorly coated areas.

4. Other Anomalies: Close interval pipe-to-soil potential surveys also aid in identifying other anomalies 

including: 
• interference conditions 
• shorted casings 
• areas of electrical or geologic current shielding 
• contact with other metallic structures 
• defective electrical isolation joints 
• localized corrosion 

2.0 Methodology 

1. General: Over-the-line pipe-to-soil potential surveys are conducted to evaluate the performance of the 

corrosion mitigation system. 

2. Intervals: Pipe-to-soil readings shall be taken at 2.5 feet intervals and correlated to station numbers for the 

pipeline. 

3. Wire: Each pipeline section shall be surveyed by utilizing an insulated copper wire that is electrically 

connected to a test station. 

4. Locating the Pipeline: 

a) The pipeline shall be located with an inductive pipe locator prior to collecting the data to ensure 
that the reference electrode is placed directly over the line. 

b) Marsh and water crossings, which cannot be walked, will typically be located by the line of sight 
method, using pipeline markers and/or pipeline appurtenances. Magnetometers may also be 
employed for greater accuracy. 

5. Data Recording: Potential measurements shall be recorded as a function of distance. 

6. Wire Deployment: To eliminate problems with static charge build-up on the insulation, the wire shall not be 
pulled along the pipeline right-of-way but shall be laid out as the crew advances. 

7. Footage Counter: The wire shall be fed through an accurate distance-measuring device with the actual 
footage recorded on the graphic data display. 

8. Pipe Access Points: Potential measurements shall be taken at each test station, rectifier, highway casing, 
railroad casing, and foreign pipeline crossings. 

9. IR Drop Measurements: Near ground and far ground "IR" drop measurements shall be recorded at each point 

of pipeline connection. 

10. Accuracy: Potentials shall be measured to an accuracy of+/- 5 millivolts and correlated to landmarks such as 
roads, casing vents, fences, and streams. 
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11. Landmarks: All permanent landmarks shall be identified and listed along with their appropriate survey 
station numbers. All survey station numbers shall be easily converted to the permanent pipeline station 

numbers. 

3.0 Equipment 

1. General: Data shall be gathered utilizing an electronics package consisting of a computer, a high input 
impedance digital voltmeter, a solid state memory, a keyboard, and a liquid crystal display (LCD). 

2. Data Collector: The data logger shall be built for field use. It shall have an input impedance of 100 to 200 
megohms with an accuracy of 0.1% of full scale over the operating temperature range (-4 to 122 degrees F). 
The enclosure shall be sealed to protect against moisture ;ind dust. The unit shall meet NEMA 4X 
requirements and shall be rated to operate in 100% humidity. Quantities Required: 2 data loggers, 2 internal 
GPS-AI, 2 batteries, 1 dump cable. 

3. Laptop with Survey Software & Hot Spot: The computer controls the operation of each of the related devices 
with the commands, which the computer must execute, stored in memory. The computer counts the pulses 
coming from the magnetic S\".itch in the footage counter and when the proper number of pulses has occurred 
(20 for a 2.5 foot interval survey), the reading of the digital voltmeter is displayed on the LCD and stored in 
memory. The LCD provides the operator with a visual indication of the potentials being recorded. 

4. Footage Counter: The footage counter shall be mounted on a holster type wire dispensing apparatus. The 
counter shall be an electronic wire measuring device with magnetic sensing and a LCD display, resettable 
with adjustment in one half-foot increments from O to 19,999 feet. The maximum variation between the 
distance displayed and the wire dispensed shall be plus or minus five feet per mile (less than 0.1%). A lock 
mode shall be incorporated in the system to go around obstacles in the survey path. In this mode no footage 
or potentials shall be stored to minimize scale error. The length of the wire dispensed while in the lock mode 
shall be displayed on the screen. Quantities Required: 3 counters, 2 chains or cables. 

5. Wire: Onshore survey wire should be No. 34 AWG copper conductor with lacquer insulation. Dispensing 
spools should be plastic and contain approximately 3 miles of wire each. Length of wire varies and is 
dependent on the mileage. 

6. Current Interrupters: One of two types of current interrupters shall be used for ON/OFF Potential Surveys. 

a) GPS Synchronized: The GPS units shall be 60 or 100-ampere capacity AC/DC, 115 VAC or DC 
battery powered unit with GPS synchronization. GPS synchronization shall have an accuracy of 5 
milliseconds. All timing cycles shall be keyboard programmable. The unit shall be enclosed in a 
rugged and waterproof NEMA-4 case. Required quantity is based on the number of current 
sources. 

7. Reference Electrodes: Industry standard copper/copper sulfate with ceramic plugs shall be used. Clear 
windows on cells shall be covered to avoid photoelectric effects. Copper sulfate solution and tips shall be 
regularly cleaned and maintained. All cells shall be tested daily for accuracy to± 3 mV, and add this test data 
into the data file (use Code 31 = Half Cell Check, and type in left and right reference cell readings into the 
data stream). Refer to NACE Standard TM0497 (latest revision) entitled "Measurement Techniques Related 
to Criteria for Cathodic Protection on Underground or Submerged Metallic Piping Systems." Quantities 
Required: 4 reference electrodes, 6 tips, 1 bottle copper sulfate. 
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8. DGPS Unit: Quantities Required: 2 DGPS units, 2 batteries, 2 antennas, 4 antenna cables. 

9. Miscellaneous Equipment (required quantities are in parenthesis): 
Line Locator with transmitter (2) 
Multimeter with Leads (1) 
Amp Clamp (1) 
S00W Power lnvertor (1) 

4.0 Procedures 

There are various types of close interval, pipe-to-soil potential surveys including: ON/OFF surveys, potential 
gradient (DCVG) surveys, depolarized· potential surveys and ON potential surveys. 

4.1 ON/OFF Potential Survey 

1. This survey is applicable to pipelines protected with impressed current cathodic protection systems for 
detecting external pipeline anomalies and evaluating corrosion protection performance in accordance with 
cathodic protection criteria. 

2. ON/OFF Potential Surveys are performed by electronically synchronizing current interrupters and placing in 
each rectifier, bond and other current drain point that influences the pipeline potential in the survey area. 
Standard interrupter cycles are 8 seconds ON, 2 seconds OFF; or 800 milliseconds ON, 200 milliseconds OFF. 

3. Reference cells are placed directly over the pipeline at 2.5 foot intervals. The maximum distance between 
OFF readings is not to exceed twenty (20) feet. 

4. ON and OFF potentials are recorded with a handheld computer programmed with ON/OFF Potential Survey 

software. 

5. The accuracy of the data shall be verified using one of the following techniques: 

• Wave form capture and analysis 
• Digital oscilloscope 
• Digitized signal equipment 

6. Digitally stored, pipe-to-soil potential wave prints shall be recorded at an aboveground test station twice 
daily. The wave print location shall be documented to correlate with the survey data. This data will be used 
to determine the presence of potential sources of error from:

Line current flow 
Scale accuracy

Interrupter synchronization drift

Voltage signal noise 
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4.2 CIS with DCVG Survey 

1. This survey is applicable to well coated pipelines to detect coating holidays. It is best performed in conjunction 
with an ON/OFF Survey. 

2. DCVG Surveys are performed using three reference cells placed over the pipeline and to each side. Cell 
separation of ten (10) feet is desirable provided that right-of-way conditions permit. 

3. DCVG measurements consist of two earth potential gradient measurements, one between the cell over the 
line and the cell to one side; and the second between the cell over the line and the cell to the other side. The 
survey progresses along the pipeline alignment with all three cell measurements recorded every 2.5 feet. 

4. DCVG data is recorded with a handheld computer programmed with DCVG Survey software. This allows the 
data to be plotted and provides a permanent record. 

4.3 Depolarized Potential Survey 

1. This survey technique is applicable to poorly coated pipelines protected with impressed current cathodic 
protection systems where the 100 mV polarization decay criterion is to be employed for evaluating the 
effectiveness of the cathodic protection system. It must be performed in conjunction with an ON/OFF 
Potential Survey. 

2. De-energize all impressed current transformer-rectifiers and other DC power supplies. Either break critical 
bonds or adjust to only overcome interference effects while not providing additional cathodic protection. 

3. Let the pipeline depolarize for five (5) days or until such time as a plot of potential vs. time indicates that the 
pipe-to-soil potential is no longer decaying. 

4. Reference cells are placed over the pipeline every 2.5 feet. 

5. Depolarized potentials are recorded with a handheld computer programmed with Depolarized Potential 
Survey software. This allows the data to be plotted in conjunction with an ON/OFF Potential Survey data for 
calculation of the polarization shift. 

4.4 ON Potential Survey 

1. This survey technique is applicable to pipelines protected with sacrificial anodes or other cathodic protection 
current sources that cannot be interrupted. 

2. Reference electrodes are placed over the pipeline every 2.5 feet. 

3. ON potentials are recorded with a handheld computer programmed with ON Potential Survey software. 
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5.0 Data and Reporting 

1. Data Files: Must be submitted daily with the list (,!st) file(s) and production summary, The production 
summary must include: date, company name, diameter of pipe, starting station number, ending station 
number, and any discrepancies, Valid DGPS data must be recorded at every reading, The file name shall be 
in the following format: 

Job Segment Number-Operator lnitials_Date_ Valve Section 
Example: 100-HCN_ll MAY_00 

Note: For single lines, the job segment number starts with 100 and grows sequentially, and for multiple lines, 
the job segment number continues at 200,300,400, etc. 

b Field Plots: Field plots of the data collected shall be generated by the survey crew during the course of the 
survey. This must be done. 

3. Final Plots: Both ON and OFF potentials shall be plotted and easily distinguished one from the other. On bare 
lines requiring an impressed current OFF survey, the depolarized potentials shall be plotted and easily 
distinguished from the ON and OFF readings. DCVG data will be distinguishable from potential data and will 
be plotted to a right hand scale on the graph. 

4. Features: The stationing and identification of all features shall be listed at the bottom of the graph, at the 
point on the graph at which they occur. No abbreviations are allowed; use Codes only and identify all road 
names. 

5. Continuity Test Data: Remote and local potential readings recorded at test stations as Far Ground - "FG/", 
Near Ground - "NG/", Casing to Soil - "CS/", Pipe to Soil - "PS/", respectively, shall be listed in the comment 
field. IR Drop Readings: IR drop readings shall be listed in the comment field as "IR" with magnitude and 
polarity. This data must be at all reconnect points. 

Example for an ON/OFF: SN*52+80 FG/1089/950 NG/1080/950 IR-9/0 

6. Rectifier Data: The rectifier DC outputs "as found" and "as adjusted" shall be tabulated for each rectifier 
surveyed. This data must be part of the data file once it is known that the area has been interrupted. When 
rectifiers are all in place, the list of rectifiers and the readings must be submitted.
