19.  TAMUK request for funding in the amount of $10,533 for a study to determine the
Effectiveness of a Metal Centered Nanotube Network on Water Disinfection and
Desalination.

Dr. Amit Verma of the Texas A&M Kingsville Electrical Engineering and Computer Science
Department addressed the Board and presented an updated request for funding. Dr. Sajid Liu
attended via cell phone. Dr. Verma and Dr. Liu reviewed some of the specifics of their proposed
study and answered questions for the Board. They requested the Board’s consideration of cash
or in-kind support for the study in order to present their request to the Qatar Foundation. After
listening to the presentation, the Board suggested that they approach other entities who might be
intetested in this type of study such as the City of Corpus Christi or Celanese. Mr. Vaughn made
a motion to send a letter to Dr. Liu and Dr. Verma thanking them for the offer to participate in
the study, but indicating that it did not fit it into the Authority’s role as wholesale provider and
offering suggestions of other entities that might be interested, Mr. Trevifio seconded. The
motion passed with five voting in favor and Dr. Ruiz abstaining.

Ms, Serrato reported that the Bishop City Council is scheduled to meet tomorrow and she plans
to attend the meeting. City Secretary Cynthia Contreras informed her that the License
Agreement will be a topic of discussion. No action was taken by the Board.

11. Water Supply Contract with the City of Driscoll.

Ms. Serrato said that the City of Driscoll should be holding on an election in May to fill the
vacancy on the city council.

Ms. Serrato presented cost information for three additional larger size kits and two contractor
bids for the equipment barn. She stated that the lowest was from Will Pope Construction in the
amount of $78,300 and requested the Board’s feedback on how to proceed.

Of the
three options being researched, this last option seems that it will be the least expensive, but a
response is needed from Mr, Archer,

15. Cathodic Protection Report and zinc anode purchase for STWA 42-inch waterline
cathodic protection project.

Ms, Serrato provided information from previous anode purchases and current quotes for the
purchase of 250 or 500 anodes for the cathodic protection project on the Authority’s 42-inch
waterline. She said that calls were made this morning to confirm the costs on the quotes. The
lowest bid is from Aegion/Corrpro for the purchase of 500 anodes at a cost of $85.25 each with
fieight included for a total of $42,625.

16, Resolution 19-15. Award of bid for the purchase of anodes.

Mr. Trevifio made a motion to adopt Resolution 19-15 authorizing the purchase of 500 anodes
from Aegion/Corrpro at a total cost of $42,625. Mr. Vaughn seconded the motion and all voted
in favor.

17. Declaration of surplus property, authorization to approve sale of surplus property to the
highest bidder, declaration of unsold items as salvage property and authorization to
dispose of salvage items.

Ms. Serrato presented a list of items to be included in the next surplus sale. She said she
previously discussed surplus sales with Mr. Flickinger who confirmed that the entire process
could be conducted in one meeting by having the Board declare the items on the list as surplus,
authorize sale of the items, approve the sale to the highest bidder, declare items not receiving any
bids as salvage property and instruct staff to dispose of the salvage items. This would eliminate
the need to bring the matter before the Board several times while still providing opportunity for
the public to bid on items. Dr. Ruiz made a motion to declare the items on the presented list as
surplus, authorize sale of the attached list, approve the sale to the highest bidder, declare any
items not receiving a bid as salvage property and instruct staff to dispose of salvage items. Mr.

Re:  CP Update

As of April 17,2019, 167 anodes on 146 joints on the 42” water line have
been installed. This places installations at a total of 7,176 feet north of the office on
King Ranch property. All of the joints on the King Ranch Propetty have been
completed. We have replaced 26 old test stations with new ones and installed 5 new
test stations. An additional 5,638 LF north of the rectifier on 1% street have had
anodes added. We have completed 33,936 feet of the 52,300 feet of Contract 1.
Hopefully we will finish Contract I in 6 months.

We have been checking both rectifiers, which are connected to the 42 on
1% Street in Bishop and CR 4. Both are working properly. These 2 rectifiers cover
21,122 feet of cathodic protection on Contract 1, which extends from FM 70 to the
Nueces/ Kleberg County line.

On March 28, 2019 the new E8S excavator that was ordered from Bobcat
arrived,

On April 12, 2019 the new trailer that was ordered for the new excavator
from Hallmark Trailers in George West Tx. was picked up.

On April 16, 2019 the 500 anodes we ordered from Corrpro Corrosion
arrived.

I recommend waiting 6 months after finishing Contract 1 and have
Russell/EN Engineering do a Close Interval Swrvey on Contract 1.

Background:

In February, staff was instructed to consider various shed options including a larger size and a
structure with two (2) open ends. The discussion inciuded the purchase of a kit and having field personnel
erect the kit or hiring a company to erect the kit. Additional information was presented in March including
Water Code 49.273 related to project costs and applicable rules. The Board aiso reviewed quotes for kits
and turn-key construction of a larger shed with five (5) bays. The kits ranged in price from $26,000 for a 40°
x 60° shed to $42,500 for a 40’ x 100’ shed. For turn-key construction, the prices ranged from $78,300 for a
30’ x 100’building to $131,339 for a 40* x 100’ building.

Since the last meeting, additional information has been gathered, Metal Mart in Mathis was
contacted and they provided a list of three (3) certified builders. Two (2) of the three (3) companies provided
a quote. Three (3) companies were contacted on the cost of the kit only. Below is a summary of the quotes:

Analysis:

As reported iast month, field personnel were consulted on a drive-through shed and they indicated
that they do not see the need for that design. However, in March the Board tabled action on a shed in order to
allow for Mr. Rudy Galvan’s input. Mr. Galvan was contacted several days later and he suggested calling
Metal Mart, the two open ends and a deeper dimension. The enclosed information is based on those
suggestions, The structure would be located on the north side of the office to accommodate a 40 x 100°
structure and the necessary turning radius for the truck/trailer/loaded equipment.

Staff Recommendation:

Await further instructions from the Board.
Board Action:

Provide feedback and instructions to staff.
Summarization:

The original FY 2019 budget of $50,000 wil cover the cost of a smaller shed based on bids
presented in February. However, staff will proceed as instructed by the Board on the construction of a larger

shed while complying with applicable laws, limiting liability with proper insurance coverages and working
with vendors/contractors to produce a well-constructed product that will provide years of service to STWA.

Re:  Chloramine (Chlorine and Ammonia) Boosting for Ricardo WSC 12-inch waterline

Background:

Last month, staff reported that a booster station on the 12> RWSC waterline would require
submitting sealed engineering plans to the TCEQ for approval. As an alternative, staff reported that it may
be possible to utilize the existing Chlorination and LAS system on the Kingsvilie Meter Run (MR) to also
boost the residual on the RWSC line. Originally, the concept of teeing off the MR to tie into the RWSC 127
line was considered. Then, rather than re-routing the water flow, the idea of duai chlorine and ammonia lines
to boost both Kingsville’s and RWSC’s supply was suggested. This information was provided to Aaron
Atrcher, Walker Partners, to review and advise on the potential feasibility. See enclosed emails.

Analysis:

On Monday, April 15, 2019, I spoke with Mr. Archer as a follow-up to his March 28" email, He
indicated that he thought there may be a way to simplify the latest idea even more; however, he had enlisted
the assistance of another engineer in the firm who was working on another project with a deadline. Mr.
Archer stated he would follow-up with the other engineer and contact me Wednesday, April 17™,

On Wednesday, Mr. Archer discussed the possibility of connecting into the 30” below-ground stub-
out that was part of the original 1986 infrastructure installed in the event a second GST was ever needed.
Mr. Archer thought this would avoid changing any of the disinfection system controls. However, since this
tie-in would be downstream of the MOV which operates off the Kingsville GST, additional controls would
be needed to feed RWSC?s line when demand is called for from PSs 1, 2 or 3 without overflowing the 1.0
MG tank. We then discussed the possibility of using the system only for the RWSC line. 1 discussed both
options with O&M Supervisor Jacob Hinojosa, who raised the issue of whether the injection and mixing
system for the large tank would be rated to disinfect volumes in the 0.50 mg/! to 1.0 mg/l disinfection level
range as compared to maintaining a 2.0 + mg/l residual as is currently the case.

Mr. Archer and I agreed that the first step would be to determine whether the TCEQ objects to
relocating the injection points. Enclosed is correspondence with Mr. David Simons, inquiring about the two
options labeled as Option A and B in the attachments. Staff believes these options would require far less
infrastructure and cost. It is important to note that neither option would affect STWA’s Monitoring Plan.

Staff Recommendation:

As recommended last month, staff believes it warrants researching the feasibility of using the
existing system to boost the residual for both the Kingsville and RWSC supply. However, as also mentioned
last month, depending on the complexity of the controls, securing engineering services may be needed.
Board Action:

Provide feedback to staff.

Summarization:

Based on TCEQ feedback, staff believes installing some type of system, sooner rather than later, to
boost the residual of RWSC’s supply is in STWA’s and RWSC’s best interest.

Although you haven’t
asked for my operational opinion, I'm going to recommend Option A because it is a much simpler solution to the existing issue. |
have seen a number of unsuccessful attempts to split the feed of a single chemical injector to two or more injection sites as
proposed in Option B, Besides the mechanical complexity of Option B, it doesn’t look like the proposed system would be able to
deliver a consistent chemical feed rate to either injection site. It's hard enough keeping the chemical feed rate balanced for a
single injection site.

Good Afternoon David,
| am following up on three {3} items with this email.

First, it appears that RWSC continues to have issues with TTHMs out of PS #2. The two (2) latest TCEQ Quarterly results arrived
last week and one was in 62.2 ppb and the sample coming out of PS#2 was 86.6 ppb.

I am wondering if you have any recommendations to share to address this problem as a result of the field work/research.
Second, | am also wondering about the report that you indicated would be available as a result of the field work, etc.

Third, prior to your departure, we met and discussed the DBPs as well as boosting of the residual and flushing. One of the
specific items pertained to boosting on RWSC's 12” line where it originates at the Kingsville PS site. | indicated the matter would
be discussed with the STWA Board. The Board has reviewed various options in February and March of this year. However, as a
result of our last telephone conversation, staff has consulted with Aaron Archer, Walker Partners, on the use of the CI2/LAS
system boosting the residual immediately upstream of the 1.0 MG GST at the Kingsville PS. BTW, Aaron is copied on this email.

Originally, the thought was to relocate the tap for the RWSC 12” line to a spot downstream of the CI2/LAS injection on the Ki
MR. However, an alternative thought is whether the CI2/LAS system can inject for just RWSC's supply — See Option A

attachment. The injection points for Kingsville could remain for emergency purposes; but, would be isolated under normal
operations.

A second alternative is whether the CI2/LAS system can inject for both Kingsville’s and RWSC’s supplies — See Option B
attachment

in either case, the STWA Monitoring Plan and NAP would not change. Sampling prior to injection would still occur to determine
if STWA is complying with the 0.5 mg/1 total chlorine residual in its distribution system.

Aaron and ! discussed Option A this afternoon. Jacob is of the opinion that Option B is doable.

David, can you assist in recommending where to begin in terms of TCEQ feedback as it relates to any applicable rules, review,
design, etc.? From our perspective, we think Option A and B will work without any major expenditures and with far less
infrastructure. But, we understand if TCEQ approval is needed with regards to the relocation of the injection points. With
regards to a design and engineering plans, again, the plan is simple; however, if those are required, we would need to know.

(EST), Installation of Hydro-pneumatic Tank to Serve the Nueces County Water Control and
Improvement District #5 (NCWCID#5 — Banquete)

Background:

As the Board is aware, Nueces County has been working on projects to extend service o the Cyndie
Park area for numerous years. There are six (6) projects that have occurred in the last seven (7) to eight (8)
years: planning study to research options to address arsenic in groundwater, installation of a filtration system
to remove arsenic on a temporary basis, installation of a waterline on Cindy Lane to service Cyndie Park 2
Water Supply Corporation (CP2WSC), installation of a waterline on Ranch Road in The Ranch Subdivision
connecting to CP2WSC, installation of a 4” waterline connecting Nueces Water Supply Corporation’s
(NWSC) 6” waterline to the line on Cindy Lane and construction of a new pump station in Banquete. The
bids for the construction of the new pump station are enclosed and the subject of this memo. The bid
opening was postponed twice and the information was received this afternoon.

Analysis:

The current number of customers being serviced by NWSC that were previously CP2WSC
customers is twenty-five (25). The majority of these customers own property in the Cyndie Park 2
Subdivision; however, there are a few properties in Cyndie Park 1 and The Ranch Subdivisions. Enclosed is
a NCAD map showing the three (3) subdivisions. Cyndie Park | and 2 are the lots on the east and west side
of Cindy Lane. Service to lot owners in The Ranch is limited to lots along Ranch Road. You will note,
however, that there is a potential for considerable growth in NWSC’s retail customers - particularly if
Nueces County continues to apply for grant funds to extend service to the remainder of The Ranch.

Although the construction of the Banquete PS is a Nueces County project using funds from the
Texas Water Development Board, the Board will recall that the new pump station serves more than one (1)
purpose. Enclosed is a memo from July of 2016 regarding the $22,000 contract entered into with LNV for
engineering services associated with separating the Banquete PS into two stations — one devoted to Nueces
County Water Control and Improvement District #5 (Banquete District) and the other for NWSC including
the expansion of service as a result of the anticipated Cyndie Park project. To date, $17,000 has been
invoiced and paid on the LNV contract.

The Board will also recall that another goa! in separating service was the elimination of an
undersized elevated storage tank (EST) and replacement with two (2) hydro-pneumatic tanks, one for the
Banquete District and one for NWSC. As such, the FY 2019 budget included funds for demolition of the
EST and installation of a hydro tank.

Nueces County Grant Administrator Maria Bedia provided information showing about $614,000 is
available from remaining grant funds. Also enclosed is the engineer’s estimated cost for the construction of
the new pump station, demolition of the EST, addition of facilities for the Banquete District as well as an
alternative bid for the construction of a prestressed concrete tank. The engineer’s base bid estimate was
$663,130 for the new pump station and $151,400 for demolition of the tank and improvements to the existing
pump station to replace the EST pressure plane. Enclosed is a tabulation sheet of the bids from the Nueces
County Purchasing Department. The lowest apparent base bid is $1,004,301.60 plus an additional $278,234
for demolishing the EST and adding facilities at the existing PS. The difference between the engineer’s

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estimate and the lowest base bid is $341,171.60. The difference between the bid for the additional work (EST
demo/new hydro and controls) and the engineer’s estimate is $126,834, for a total of $468,005.60. However,
the difference between the base bid/tank demo/new hydro and controls and the available funds including the
$50,000 budgeted by STWA for the EST demo and hydro tank is $618,051.10 (81,004,301.60 -+ 278,234.00 -
614,484.50 - $50,000.00).

This information will also be provided to the NWSC Board. Initially, it was thought if the difference
between the prestressed concrete tank and the galvanized tank was not significant that NWSC may be

interested in paying the difference. As you can see, the bids reflect a difference of about $500,000.

Finally, Ms. Bedia’s latest email indicates she will be contacting the TWDB to inquire about
additional funds.

Staff Recommendation:

Work with NWSC and Nueces County to select the best alternatives for funding the project. Staff
will be contacting bond counsel to confirm that bond funds can be used to provide funds in addition to the
$50,000 budgeted. Finally, due to the fate arrival of the bids, staff was unable to create a spreadsheet to
compare the bids for various components. However, a quick review of mobilization, the new pumps, and the
galvanized tank appear to show a wide spread, which may be a good indicator that the contractor’s have
sufficient work to stay busy without this project.

Board Action:

Provide feedback to staff on use of bond funds in addition to the budgeted $50,000.
Sumimarization:

There are numerous benefits to this project:

¢ Amending the Wholesale Water Supply Contract with NWSC will be another step closer to completion
by transferring the new facilities to NWSC. The Board will recall that the Banquete Water District has
stated they are not interested in a prorated share of PS facilities. With the completion of this project, the
only remaining pump station to address is the Driscoll PS,

¢ Separation of the facilities should address the TCEQ’s Under Direct Pressure Rule.

» Construction of a new pump station should enable the NWSC to service additional customers including
possible demand from Cyndie Park 1 Subdivision, Cyndie Patk 2 Subdivision and The Ranch. This
translates to STWA selling larger volumes and some growth to STWA’s tax base.

s Separation of the facilities may be an incentive for the Banquete Water District Board to resume
negotiation with STWA on a Wholesale Water Supply Contract — perceived as a simpler contract without
the involvement of NWSC and sharing of facilities.

Background:

During the last meeting, the Board approved a proposal for engineering services from LNV
Engineering, Inc. (LNV) on separating the facilities at the Banquete Pump Station to service the Nueces
Water Supply Corporation (NWSC) and the Nueces County Water Control and Improvement District #5
(Banquete Water District). The proposal was in the amount of $22,000.

Analysis:

This is an update. The executed contract was returned to LNV per the enclosed email. At this time,
staff has been working on providing information related to the NWSC’s distribution system that is serviced
from the Banquete Pump Station. Jacob Hinojosa, O&M Supervisor, met with LNV engineers recently at the
Banquete Pump Station, Texas Water Development Board (TWDB) representatives were present during this
examination of the pump and storage facilities. 1am awaiting a report from LNV regarding the presence of
the TWDB staff persons which staff believes is associated with the potential future project to extend services
to the Cyndie Park IT WSC as well as two (2) other nearby subdivisions.

Staff Recommendation:

Keep the Board updated on this project.
Board Action:

Provide feedback to staff.
Summarization:

As the Board is aware, the separation of these facilities would accomplish a number of objectives:

e scttlement of the wholesale contract with the Nueces Water Supply Contract (NWSC) which
currently calls for sharing of facilities with the Nueces County Water Control and Improvement
District #5 (Banquete) — separating the facilities means the contract can be modified without needing
Banquete’s approval,

e extraction from the “no-progress” situation with the Banquete District whose board has indicated it is
not in the position to negotiate a long-term water supply contract — separating the facilities means
neither NWSC or STWA would need to depend on the ground storage tanks owned by Banquete, and

¢ conclusion (hopefully) of any issues with regards to the TCEQ’s “under direct pressure” rule —
separating the facilities would mean neither utility is obligated from a capacity perspective to each
other.

Good morning. | wanted to provide a comprehensive update on the Cindy Park project and request feedback on certain
items. The transfer/sale of the Cyndie Park Il Water Supply Corporation to the Nueces Water Supply Corporation (NWSC) is
nearing completion. NWSC’s attorneys have advised us to have Mercer Construction finish the remaining work left on their
contract, which will complete the final tie-in to surface water. Robert with LNV will be in contact with Mercer to schedule this
work in coordination with NWSC so that proper flushing and water testing can be completed.

in the meantime, the County will have to approve/execute a utility conveyance agreement of all the lines that were built from
the County to NWSC. A draft agreement has been sent to Carola with NWSC and our office has sent the draft to the County
Attorney for review/approval.

NWSC has also informed the Cindy Park customers that a cut-off valve (lead-free brass is preferred) is required to be placed
outside of the meter box. This was not previously included in the contractor's work so Edward has graciously agreed to assist
me in getting quotes for this work, which is estimated to cost less than $4,000. | have already sent a request to the Texas Water
Development Board to see if this cost can be covered through their funds. 1 hope to get an answer soon. If not, is there another
funding source to get this work done?

Regarding a groundbreaking ceremony, please let me know if you would like our office to take the lead on it or if your office
could like to. If our office takes the lead, please provide us with a list of invitees and available dates/times.

Regarding the Banquete pump station improvements, the bid due date has been extended to Friday, April 12t | have calculated
that we have about $614,000 remaining in TWDB funds (see attached spreadsheet); however, LNV’s opinion of probably
construction costs puts the base bid at $663,000 (see attached PDF). If the base bids come in higher than the available $614,000
in TWDB funds, what is the next course of action? Reject all bids and re-bid? Or is there another funding source we can use to
leverage with the TWDB funds? Did Carola commit to the extra cost?

Re:  Driscoll GST Tank Rehabilitation

Background:

The Fiscal Year 2019 budget includes $25,000 for the painting of a ground storage tank (GST). This
year, staff identified the Driscoll PS GST as the tank requiring work. Information was sent to several
companies that provide various types of tank services. Several areas of concern on the tank were identified
and included in the email correspondence, (See enclosed emails.) Inquiries were made regarding the
possibility of replacing panels on the galvanized, bolted tank. However, staff has not been successful in
locating a company that provides that service. Archived files were examined for the company that
manufactured the tank; unfortunately, the company appears to have ceased operations many years ago.
Enclosed is information from those files.

Analysis:

Enclosed are the emails, responses and quotes related to this project. The prices range from a low of
$5,230 (US Underwater Services, LLC) to repair identified spots only to $45,000 (NG Painting) for
installation of a 100% Solids Lining System. I have enclosed the majority of information gathered in
researching the various options. You will note that none of the quotes include the cost of painting the exterior
of the tank. In addition, there are no quotes for the option of instailing a separate, hanging liner which acts
similar to a bladder as compared to the applied or sprayed on liners.

Staff has not contacted Diamond Enterprises (Diamond), the company typically used for painting
tank exteriors, Staff believes it warrants addressing any problem areas with either spot repairs or with more
extensive interior liner before any exterior work is done.

Staff Recommendation:

The Board will note that unanswered questions remain from NG Painting particularly with regards to
the preparation of the tank prior to application of the liner. Afthough $45,000 is more than the budgeted
amount of $25,000, staff is interested in a full tank liner as a means of extending the life of this tank.
However, the alternative is to hire US Underwater to make spot repairs and contact Diamond to provide a
quote for the exterior painting.

Board Action:
Provide feedback on preferences with regards to spot repairs versus tank liners.
Summarization:
As a reminder, the exterior of the Agua Dulce GST was painted in May of 2018 at a cost of $20,000.

However, it sprang a leak while the exterior was being power washed. US Underwater Services, LLC (US
Underwater) repaired the leak at a cost of $6,140. The total cost of the “rechab” was $26,140.

We realized that the syntho steel epoxy is what US Underwater used on the repair in Agua Dulce. However, it would be helpful
to know more about the syntho steel epoxy as compared to the fiberglass fix. | recall previous emails from you indicating that
the epoxy fix is not guaranteed and you know of instances where the repair held up for years and others where it failed right
away.

Although we recognize that the visible portion of corrosion can be misleading, if the corrosion of these spots are not too severe
and the syntho steel epoxy should work, we weuld be interested in quotes.

However, the preference is to have a more permanent fix — are there other options besides replacing a panel that US

Enclosed are staff’s recommended amendments for the FY 2019 Budget. These amendments are
provided at the 6-month time frame per past operating procedures,

Analysis:

1. Total Revenues increased by $37,250 based on Premium Incremental Charges, Interest Earnings and
Miscellaneous Revenues.

2, Total Administrative/Operations Expenditures without Capital Outlay increased by $16,861

primarily associated with property insurance.

Payroll Costs decreased by $5,556 associated with the field tech vacancy.

Supplies and Materials is unchanged.

Professional Iees decreased by $5,000 associated with a decrease in legal fees.

Consumable Supplies/Materials/Tech Support increased by $12,200 due to additional tech support,

postage and major repairs to vehicles.

*  Recurring Operating Costs increased by $15,217 due to Insurance Premiums calculated on a new
property schedule and annexation publications. '

= Miscellaneous Cost is unchanged.

3. Capital Outlay is increased by $163,044; however, this amount is based on budgeting an additional
$50,000 for the equipment shed. It is also based the approved purchases for the new conference room
chairs, trackhoe, truck and trailer used on the Cathodic Protection work. See the details at the bottom of
page 3.

4. Other Finance Sources increased by $13,000 based on receiving a trade-in for the old trackhoe.

5. Deficiencies of Revenues over Expenditures is decreased by $129,155 for a Net Income of
$7,278 as compated to the original budget’s ending balance of $136,433.

Staff Recommendation;

Approve the FY 2019 Six-Month Budget amendments.

Determine whether to approve the recommended amendments.

Summarization:

The $129,155 decrease in the Net Income is associated with purchases associated with the Cathodic
Protection project that are not being funded by bond funds. Specifically, the trackhoe, trailer and truck total
to $151,280. The Board agreed that the purchase of these items with general revenue would avoid any
possible complications should these assets be used for tasks not associated with the CP project.

Re:  Kingsville Tax Increment Reinvestment Zone (TIRZ)

Background:

During the February meeting, the Board tabled action on this matter. To date, the Kleberg County
Commission has not taken action on the TIRZ. Today, [ was contacted by Judge Rudy Madrid’s office
inquiring about availability for a workshop on Monday, April 22™ at 1:30 p.m. I indicated that [ would be
available. The meeting notice for the workshop should be posted by 1:30 p.m. on Friday, April 19*.
However, I believe that Kleberg County observes Good Friday as a holiday. Therefore, the meeting may be
posted as early as Thursday afternoon.

Analysis:

As reported previously, I believe the details on the TIRZ are unchanged. The area encompasses
about 27 city blocks in the City’s downtown area. The TIRZ does not create an additional tax. Instead, the
incremental amount is set aside in a special City fund. STWA’s estimated contribution into the special fund
if approved at a 100% level over the 30-year period would be slightly less than $9,600. If the Board voted to
participate, STWA would select the percentage to be channeled to the special fund. In addition, the Board
would decide whether to provide funds based on the taxes assessed or on the taxes collected.

Staff Recommendation:

Staff hopes additional information on a workshop between the City and the County will be available
by Tuesday’s Board meeting.

Board Action:

Determine whether to participate in the TIRZ, based on any additional information as the result of a
workshop.

Sumimarization:

It is staffs understanding that improvements to the Kingsville Downtown area are intended to spur
other growth thereby increasing the overall tax base.

Re: City of Bishop — License Agreement — Bishop East PS Property

Background:

As the STWA Board is aware, the Bishop City Council met the day after STWA’s Board meeting, on
March 27® and voted to table action on the License Agreement. However, I attended the Council meeting
and participated in a detailed discussion on the Agreement. Enclosed is an email summarizing the discussion,
including the understanding that the City’s attorney, Mr. Gerald Benadum would provide a revised License
Agreement after two (2) weeks. Also enclosed is follow-up email correspondence related to Mr. Benadum’s
April 10" timeline, To date, a revised Agreement has not been received.

Analysis:

The most recent Council meeting supports Mr. Flickinger’s and staff’s repeated requests to meet and
discuss the details of the contract with City representatives. For example, regardless of whether City
representatives agree that 5 years (versus 3 years in the previous version) is a reasonable amount of time to
construct a new pump station, the Council, City Secretary, Public Works Director, and City attorney now
understand how STWA views the process. More specifically, the minimum action required would be:
locating a property in close proximity to the current PS, acquiring the property (hopefully avoiding
condemnations), Pump Station design (engineering), TCEQ review/approval, obtaining financing (hopefully
avoiding issuing debt and holding a tax clection), and construction steps — advertising, pre-bid meeting, bid
opening, bid award, pre-construction meeting, notice to proceed, construction and start-up.

Further, Mr. Bill Flickinger, Willatt and Flickinger, and I have reviewed the items discussed during
the March 27® Council meeting, Mr. Flickinger has indicated that the information exchanged should be
helpful in drafting alternative language for the Agreement. In particular, it appears this Council will not enter
into a contract that agrees to work towards selling the real estate in question. It was also made clear that
STWA will not sign a contract giving up the right to take future legal action pertaining to the License
Agreement. Staff also believes that sufficient explanation was provided regarding the location of buried
facilities as it relates to a theoretical construction timeline for a new pump station and that information
should also be helpful in revising certain provisions questioned by the City.

Staff Recommendation:

Keep the Board updated on any developments. If a revised Agreement is provided by the City and
legal counsel’s and staff’s review finds the Agreement acceptable, consider approving the Agreement.

Board Action:

Provide feedback to staff and legal counsel. Determine whether to approve a revised Agreement
contingent upon legal counsel and staff finding the License Agreement acceptable.

Summarization:
Staff believes STWA continues to demonstrate it is willing to negotiate with the City in good faith

and in a timely manner. As a reminder, the City has not purchased any water since the beginning of
December.
